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FOSTER POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
Foster Requirements
To become an Approved Foster, the volunteer must:

●  Submit a Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. Foster Application

●  Be 21 years or older.

●  Show proper identification

●  Be able to provide a safe, loving and stable environment for the foster dog.

●  Be willing to nurse an injury and/or illness – with the understanding that some issues may result in the death of a dog.

●  Be able to transport or cooperate in facilitating the transport the dog to and from veterinary appointments, adoption events and fundraisers
●  Complete an interview with one or two volunteers.

●  If applicable, provide proof that the landlord or condominium association allows companion animals

●  Allow a home check to be performed by two volunteers

●  Authorize Spotty Dog to obtain references from you veterinarian

●  Be approved by Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc.

●  Sign the Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. Foster Care Agreement

When you become an Approved Foster Parent, we ask that you abide by the following guidelines:

●  Attend a mandatory orientation which shall include instruction on dog care, behavior training and safety  
●  Adhere to all Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. policies and procedures

●  Respond within 24 hours to communications from Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. or potential adopters
●  Inform Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. regarding concerns about the dogs’ health, safety, as well as issues that need improvement.

●  Report any bite incidents to Spotty Dog immediately and complete a bite incident report
Foster Procedures:
●  Processing of Animals


Potential foster animals are processed according to normal Spotty Dog Rescue, 
Inc., intake procedures
●  Each dog will be tested for tick-borne diseases, heartworms and given vaccines in accordance with regular intake protocol
●  A volunteer will transport the Dog to the Foster Parent and assist will appropriate introductions to household members including any household pets

●  Dogs in foster care are available to the public for adoption

●  Fosters are encouraged to transport their animals to Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. adoption events.

●  If Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. locates a potential adopter, the Foster Parent will be notified and arrangements will be made for the dog to meet the potential adopter.

●  If the Foster Parent identifies a potential adopter for the dog, the Foster Parent shall instruct the potential adopter to contact Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc. to complete the Adoption Application and arrange to be interviewed by two Adoption Counselors.

●  The Foster Parent shall not release the dog to anyone without the prior consent and authorization of Spotty Dog Rescue, Inc.
